6. Fees, Charging and Resources

The majority of the cost of the Tor School placement is covered by the Tor School partnership agreement with the Compact and the Local Authority. 

However there are some additional charges and contributions for non-fixed costs that are as follows.

· A contribution to school transport is charged at £20 per day for all partnership placements (equates to transfer of AWPU for the period of the placement)
· Any charge incurred for additional public examinations/specialist provision beyond the core offer will be recouped from the mainstream school.
· Short term support programmes with additional costs beyond the core offer (costs will be itemised and agreed in advance)
· The mainstream school will provide appropriate resources to support specific learning e.g. textbooks, educational materials teaching staff as appropriate for pupils continuing with a school programme outside the core offer (e.g. French GCSE)
· Cost of free school meals will be recouped from the mainstream school
· Any additional funding allocated to the student will be negotiated to ensure added value for individual provision (e.g. Pupil Premium)
· For pupils in receipt of High Needs Funding, the LA will recoup this proportionately for Dual Registered days unless it is clear that this is being used to fund support or provision beyond the core offer 
· For partnership placements with schools outside of the SCC Compact agreement the following charges will apply:

· PRU – Behaviour placement: £118 per day or £18.50 per hour  £3,842 per half term

· LEC – Medical placement £96 per day or £15 per hour or £3113 per term

· For schools within the Frome LP Tor School will recoup the equivalent of High Needs Funding pro rata as well as the nominal transport fee. . Currently this is £13, 057 for Behavioural Places or £70 per day

Invoices will be raised at the end of terms 2, 4 and 6. Invoices will still be raised for year 11 pupils not on roll as part of the SASH dual registration agreement.
