	[image: ][image: ]The Avalon Marshes is part of Somerset’s Levels and Moors, one of the largest lowland wetlands in Britain – an area with a 10,000 year history and an internationally important home for wildlife. Starlings, bitterns, butterflies, dragonflies and all manner of creatures live here.

Ham Wall is a wetland teeming with wildlife - from rare species like water voles and otters to magnificent birds like bitterns and kingfishers – with stunning views across the marshes to Glastonbury Tor.

Both are worth a visit at any time - and both have special events for children and families (please dress for outdoors, wear sunscreen, don’t bring dogs unless you check first that they’re welcome!):
