7. Fees, Charging and Resources

The majority of the cost of the Tor School placement is covered by the Tor School Commissioning arrangements with the Local Authority. 

However there are some additional charges and contributions for non-fixed costs that are as follows:
· A contribution to school transport is charged at £20 per day for all partnership placements (equates to transfer of AWPU for the period of the placement)
· From January 2022 partnership placements will be charged at £30 per day in addition to the transport costs

· Any charge incurred for additional specialist provision, beyond the core offer, will be recouped from the Mainstream School
· Any charge incurred for public examinations will be recouped from the Mainstream School
· Short term support programmes with additional costs beyond the core offer (costs will be itemised and agreed in advance)
· For partnership placements with schools outside of the SCC SLA agreement the following charges will apply:

£88 per day pro rata (Transport fees may be charged separately)
Invoices will be raised at the end of terms 2, 4 and 6. Invoices will still be raised for year 11 pupils not on roll as part of the SASH dual registration agreement.
